Messages 
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Pastor Fred speaks frankly,  
2012 will be a remarkable year, and the campaign and 
election for president of the United States will have

the largest single offering in the history of the 
congregation.

have 53 Sundays instead of the normal 52. We will be 

using the offering on one Sunday of the year, probably in April, for a 
53rd Sunday special offering to make a one-time payment on the 
mortgage, freeing up thousands of dollars every year for part-time 
additional staff. The goal is to raise $400,000, reducing our 
mortgage payment by half and freeing up about $40,000 for staff.

You will be asked to consider 
what you might pledge for a three-year capital campaign, and then 
find a way for you to free up internally in your budget the money 
for a one time gift. 
Or you can consider the need: I think we would all agree that the 
ministries to our young families, our children, and our young people 
should be one of the highest priority ministry to people within the 
congregation. And I think we would all agree that if finances 
warranted, we would hire a full time children, family, and youth 
minister. That goal may be out of reach at this time, but a part time 
person would be achievable, if we were not carrying the debt on 
the building that we do now. While the building is a great asset to 
our ministry, the debt on the building is holding us back. 
Or you can think about how we can reach out to our community 
with ministries to change the world: Our world is increasingly 
becoming more secular, and the need for people to have a 
relationship with the savior Jesus and be a part of a worshipping 
community serving the world continues to grow. 
The people who are volunteering in these areas are working long 
and hard to reach out with effective ministries to our own children 
and young people, and I respect their work at the highest level. But 
they are volunteers with full time jobs and families, and they need 
to honor those callings also. We cannot expect them to put in the 
time and effort it will take to expand the ministries in these areas.

Just a Moment

New Year's resolutions 
are a time-honored 
tradition and weight loss 
is often on the list of 
resolutions.  When 
healthy nutrition and 

regular exercise are not successful, some people 
explore the possibility of gastric bypass or other 
weight loss surgeries.  Surgery may also be 
considered when obesity has caused serious 
medical problems, i.e. stroke, high blood pressure, 
sleep apnea, gastric esophageal reflux disease, 
diabetes, heart disease. 

Before surgery is approved, there is a screening 
process to be sure the patient is prepared for the 
life- style changes needed to have long-term 
successful weight loss, including nutrition and 
exercise, as well as, search and find name, patty 
heckman, emotionally prepared for the changes 
this will bring.  After surgery, you will have a plan 
that will include how to incorporate a healthy 
nutrition plan and regular exercise into your 
lifestyle. 

 Like all surgery, there are risks, including infection, 
blood clots, unexpected bleeding, leaking in the GI 
track.  Long term complications may also occur 
including bowel obstruction, dumping syndrome 
and diarrhea, malnutrition, hernias, ulcers and low 
blood sugar. 

Before making any decision about gastric surgery, 
take the time to explore all the surgical and non-
surgical options for weight loss.  Although the 
weight loss occurs quickly after gastric bypass 
surgery, this option takes a life-style and life time 
commitment to healthy eating.
