I think it was in my first year of ministry 
up at Bethel and Carmel in northern 
Minnesota, before I departed on a 
canoe trip with some of the young 
people, that one of the members gave 
me a baseball style cap with two bills.

²ƘƛŎƘ ǿŀȅ ŘƛŘ ǘƘŜȅ ƎƻΚέ The truth behind the humor is that 
being a leader is not a matter of leading people where you 
want to go. There is always a delicate interplay when leading 
people, so that they want to go where the community needs 
to go. What makes it delicate is that where the community 
needs to go is up for debate. No one has a lock on knowing 
where that is exactly, not the leader and not any one of the 
followers. 
Because a pastor is not a spiritual despot, I must always be 
testing the water to see if my vision is in line with the

convergence of the dreams of all the parties involved, pastor 
and all the members. This convergence of vision is never 
static. It is always fluctuating because of new circumstances 
and people moving in or out of the community. Therefore, the 
vision is always in flux. 
Which brings me to the heart of the matter at this moment. I 

sense tremendous support for the Miracle on 53rd Sunday  
campaign. Finding a way to reduce our interest payments to 
the bank can only be a good thing for the congregation for 
years to come. How we move ahead after that successful 
campaign is still subject to debate. In the months ahead we 
will need to be in conversation about how we move ahead in 
light of the changing financial circumstances brought about by 

the success of the Miracle on 53rd Sunday. There is not a 

predetermined course of action, and we need to be in

In February, we often pause to 
honor and strengthen the work of 
our hearts.  We encourage each 
other to exercise more, eat 

healthier foods, lower our blood pressure and 
manage our stress.  Did you know that your heart 
beats about 100,000 times in one day, about 35 
million times in a year and 2.5 billion times in 70 
years!

by a natural pacemaker.  It maintains the 
circulation of the blood which in turn provides 
oxygen and nutrition to the brain for functioning, 
muscles for activity and other organs to remove 
the waste products of the body.

The heart is also credited as the center of our 
spiritual and emotional well-being.   When 
someone reciprocates your heart-felt declaration 
of love, you feel a rush of warm emotion in your 
heart.  When you see the flag pass by in the 4th of 
July parade, your heart swells with pride. When 
someone you love dies, your heart aches in the 
sorrow of this loss.

Recipe Corner 
Walnut Honey Butter

1/2 c. butter, softened 
1/2 c. honey 
1/2 c.. whipping cream 
1/2 c. toasted and chopped walnuts 
 
Beat butter and honey at medium speed until blended. 
Gradually add cream in a thin stream, beating until very 
light and fluffy. Fold in nuts. Spoon into a small crock or 
bowl. Refrigerate if not serving right away. To serve, let 
butter stand at room temperature for about 30 
minutes. Makes about 2 cups, 65 calories per 
tablespoon.
